GRADUATION CEREMONY FOR KHAYELITSHA AND MITCHELL'S PLAIN NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH

Background Information
The Neighbourhood Watch (NHW) project is a joint initiative between the Urban Renewal Programme of the City of Cape Town and the Department of Community Safety. The objective of this initiative is to support NHW projects in the two nodes and to enable them to participate meaningfully in fighting crime thus ensuring that communities are safe and are free from the fear of crime.

This project is the direct outcome of the Integrated Safety and Security Multi ‑ stakeholders' Forum of the City of Cape Town for Khayelitsha and Mitchell's Plain. The forum was established to co-ordinate and integrate the implementation of safety and security projects and programmes in the nodes, to provide strategic direction for safety and security and to monitor the implementation of projects emanating from safety plans. Other key stakeholders in the Neighbourhood Watch project include the South African Police Services (SAPS), Community Police Forums (Khayelitsha and Mitchell's Plain) and Safety and Security Directorate.

Purpose of the training
The Department of Community Safety trains the Neighbourhood Watch in order to equip the members with the necessary skills on basic community law enforcement in order to assist the police with crime prevention.
Course outline
The Neighbourhood Watch course is a FIVE day programme which consists of the following modules:

· Volunteerism and Citizenry, 
· National Crime Prevention Strategy and Patrols, 
· Communication and Conflict Management, 
· Crime Prevention Awareness, Building Partnerships, and 
· Crowd Management.

The Neighbourhood Watch Project has the following deliverables:
· 233 Neighbourhood Watch volunteers from Khayelitsha and Mitchell's Plain have been trained and equipped with skills on basic community law enforcement by the Department of Community Safety to be deployed by SAPS in partnership with CPFs at hot spots to increase the visibility in the nodes during and beyond the Festive Season period. 
· Urban Renewal Programme of the City of Cape Town has provided 100 bicycles with helmets to assist Neighbourhood Watch members on patrol at the crime hot spots as identified by SAPS and the Community Police Forums in the nodes.

· 233 Neighbourhood Watch will be trained on Road Safety to prevent accidents during patrols.

The Financial Commitment: 
The Department of Community Safety had committed R107 443.55 to the process which covered the transport for volunteers to Chrysalis Academy, accommodation and catering for volunteers. 
Urban Renewal Programme has committed a sum of R400,000.00 which will cover the cost of 100 Bicycles and Helmets; and costs of further training on Road Safety and any other training needs as will be identified by the volunteers themselves.
