Sosio-
politieke gebeure in die twee vorige
dekades het gelei tot m radikale
vervreemding en verbittering tussen
skrywers en owerheid. Prominente
skrywers het hulle heftig uitgespreek
teen sensuur, die beperkinge wat op m
vrye meningsuiting geplaas word en die
onbuigbaarheid van die politieke bestel.
Aan die begin van die tagtigerjare
bevind die Suid-Afrikaanse skrywer hom
in m snel-veranderende politieke klimaat,
is hy versigtig optimisties dat daar ook
m verandering in die sensuurbedeling aan
die kom is en slaag voorste romanskrywers
soos Brink, Joubert, Leroux en Karel
Schoeman vir die eerste keer daarin om
internasionale erkenning vir hulle werk
te verwerf.

Die fees van
die malles sluit stukke oor Oom Kootjie
Emmer , rubrieke uit koerante en
tydskrifte en ander tipiese Brink-stukke
in: boers, aards en baie snaaks.

Die publikasie van Brink se roman Houd-
den-bek is voorafgegaan deur heelwat
publisiteit, veral aangesien die Engelse
weergawe A chain of voices sy Afrikaanse
eweknie voorafgegaan het. Hierdie
ambisieuse werk is gegrond op
geskiedkundige gegewe, die weinig
bekende Bokkeveldse opstand van 1825.

m Slaaf genaamd Galant het die gerug
gehoor dat die slawe op m sekere datum
vrygestel gaan word. Toe dit nie
gebeur nie, het hy in opstand gekom
teen sy baas Nicolaas van der Merwe -
vroeér die speelmaat saam met wie hy
grootgeword het. Die roman begin en
eindig met twee historiese dokumente,
die klagstaat en die uitspraak. Tussen
die twee dokumente ontvou die verhaal
by monde van m "ketting van stemme" .
Dr. J.C. Kannemeyer beskou dit, behalwe
vir m Oomblik in die wind, as een van
Brink se belangrikste romans.

Ses jaar na sy omstrede, verbanne
Magerfontein, o Magersfontein!, wat
later vrygestel is, verskyn Etienne
Leroux se elfde roman Onse Hymie.
Alhoewel kritici en literatore

verdeeld is oor hierdie roman, sal

dit vir baie lesers wat sy vorige tien,
sterk intellektuele werke moeilik
baasgeraak het, baie meer toeganklik en
leesbaar wees. Onse Hymie, m smous in
plastiekware en ander kitsch-artikels
soos silwer en goue dennebolle, is aan't

van m rekenaarfout beland hulle weer in
kamer 27. Die rekenaar stuur ook m
hele boel ander gaste na kamer 27 en
weldra is daar van die Hell's Angels
tot by die Kappiekommando, ministers en
ander volksfigure en karikature by
hulle in kamer 27. Die gevolglike
chaos word genadiglik beéindig deur m
aardbewing . Die boek eindig op m
onverwagte en bisarre wyse, wat die
meeste lesers verslae sal laat.

Nog een van die belangrikste werke wat
die afgelope paar jaar verskyn het, is
Anna M. Louw se boeiende roman Op die
rug van die tier. Dit gaan oor m
gewone vaal mannetjie, Wynand Vercuyl,
se soektog na die betekenis van die
lewe. As hy in sy laat middeljare
ontslaan word deur die uitgewer by wie
hy werk, besluit hy om sy lewensverhaal
neer te skryf. Sonder onnodige emosie
vertel hy sy verhaal. Hy skryf oor sy
mislukte huwelik, oor die optrede van
sy psigopatiese seun en gee die leser

m intieme blik op die dinge in sy lewe
wat vir hom belangrik is. In wese is
dit egter die verhaal van m doodgewone
man se worsteling met God, sy
aangetrokkenheid tot die Oosterse
godsdiens en sy gevolglike aanvaarding
van lyding en beproewing. J.P. Smuts
beskryf hierdie roman as "formidabel"

in m resensie in die Burger van 26/11/81.

Nie baie lank nadat Die swerfjare van
Poppie Nongena lesers dwarsoor die
wéreld aangegryp het nie, verskyn m
bundel kortverhale met die titel Melk
uit die pen van Elsa Joubert.

Versfeld se Tyd en dae: essays uitgesoek
en ingelei deur W.A. de Klerk is
filosofiese, maar leesbare stukkies oor
alles en almal - van Sokrates tot
Leipoldt - en wissel in styl tussen baie
ernstig en baie speels.

Nog m skrywer wat debuteer met m anti-
roman is Dan Roodt, wie se debuut-
digbundel Kommas uit m boomsol verban

is. Van Sonneskyn en Chevrolet sé
die skrywer self die volgende: "Dis
geen roman nie, maar m oop teks. Dit

het geen harmoniese struktuur nie,

maar is m soort gedestrukturaliseerde
teks wat deur die leser self voltooi
moet word. Dis vol onsamehangendhede
en gapings, sodat die leser betrek word
om sy eie betekenis daarin te vind."
Meer hoef seker nie daaroor gesé te
word nie.

Oor Koos Prinsloo se debuutbundel
kortverhale Jonkmanskas sé& André Brink
in sy Rapport-resensie dat baie min
verdienstelike boeke wat oor die Grens
handel tot dusver gepubliseer is.

Juis om hierdie rede beskou hy
Jonkmanskas as m boek waarvan kennis
geneem moet word. Die verhale gaan
oor die ervarings van die moderne jong
man in die Suid-Afrika van vandag; sy
reaksie op grensdiens, die probleme wat
hy daarna ondervind om weer by die
burgerlike lewe in te skakel; sy
soektog na homself en sy innerlike
worsteling om helderheid te kry oor sake
soos sy seksualiteit, sy intellektuele
behoeftes, en dies meer. As daar oor
grenssake geskryf word, kan die
taalgebruik nie altyd "mooi" wees nie.
Die soort taal wat die troepie in
"Fighting for peace" besig, sal vir
baie lesers skokkend en onaanvaarbaar
wees .

Dit bring ons dan by die digters van
Tagtig. Tensy m mens m kenner van
die digkuns, m gevorderde letterkunde-
student of m hoge letterkundige is,.
moet jy jou liewer daarvan weerhou om
self menings oor digters en hulle
digwerke uit te spreek. Aangesien
nie een van bogenoemde kwalifikasies op
die skryfster van hierdie artikel van
toepassing is nie, moet noodgedwonge
aangehaal word wat voorste Afrikaanse
skrywer en voorsitter van die
Skrywersgilde, Jan Rabie, in m oorsig
oor "Afrikaanse poésie vandag" daaroor
te sé gehad het in die jongste uitgawe
van die tydskrif Contrast.

Een van die eerste dinge wat opval as
oor Afrikaanse digkuns gepraat word, is
dat n groot aantal Afrikaanse digters
oorsee woon. Die meeste van diesulkes
as vrywillige bannelinge, of omdat hulle
vrou Blank, of dalk nie-Blank is.

Sheila Cussons is m voorbeeld van so m
digter. Sy bring byna haar hele
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volwasse lewe in Europa deur, trou met
n Spanjaard en word m Katoliek.
Gevolglik het haar verse m sterk
Spaanse inslag en is diep mistiek en
religieus van aard.

Ook Elizabeth Eybers woon al m geslag
lank in Amsterdam en ook haar werk dra
die tekens van die Nederlandse
beinvloeding. Peter Blum het weer
spoorloos in Londen verdwyn en het
Afrikaans dalk geheel en al afgesterf.
Breyten Breytenbach woon vyftien jaar
in Parys, bring die volgende sewe in m
Suid-Afrikaanse tronk deur en vertrek
daarna onmiddellik weer na Parys, waar
hy met mening voortskryf en voortdig in
sy moedertaal. Henk Rall het ook eers
onlangs van die VSA af teruggekeer en
Barend Toerien bevind hom ook al m
geslag lank in New York.

P.J. Philander en Julian de Wette is
twee bruin digters wat nog steeds getrou
bly aan hulle moedertaal en bly
voorthunker na hulle Vaderland. Ook
0lga Kirsch wat reeds lank in Israel
woon en Casper Schmidt dig nog steeds

in Afrikaans.

Wat eietydse digters in Suid-Afrika
aanbetref, word hulle werk gekenmerk
deur die afwesigheid van m politieke
bewussyn en samelangend daarmee m
gesamentlike optrede of manifes.

Hulle digterlike taal word ook dikwels
gekenmerk deur skril tone van ongeloof
en dissidensie, die opsetlike gebruik
van ondigterlike taal en m wegvlug uit
die Suid-Afrika van vandag met sy
dringende sosio-politiese probleme.

Jan Rabie haal hier vir T.T. Cloete en
Henk Rall as voorbeelde aan van digters
wat wegvlug van die realiteit.

Gelukkig is daar darem nog jong skrywers
wat met romantiese erns die wéreld om
hulle bejeén en die liefde op digterlike
wyse besing. Jeannette Ferreira, Phil
du Plessis, Marliese Joubert, Wessel
Pretorius, Pieter Claassens, Johann de
Lange wat die Ingrid Jonker-prys vir sy
debuutbundel Akwarelle van die dors,
ontvang het), Annesu de Vos, Theunis
Engelbrecht en Fanie Olivier, kan in die
verband genoem word.

m Ander groep digters word weer gekenmerk
deur die tone van ontreddering,
teleurstelling en verbittering wat uit
hulle werk na vore kom. Hulle besin
weer eindeloos oor die lelike dinge in
die lewe en name wat hier opkom is
reedsgenoemde Dan Roodt, André Leroux

en André Letoit, Johan van Wyk en in m
mindere mate die pront-eerlike Antjie
Krog.

Digters wat weier om sinies te word oor
die sosiale en politieke ongeregtighede
waaraan hulle onderwerp word, is Peter
Snyders en Ronnie Belcher met hulle
"ordinary-mens" gediggies en Paternoster
Hallelujas, onderskeidelik.

Om mee af te sluit wil ek Jan Rabie
gelukwens met sy knap oorsig en die
laaste twee paragrawe van sy artikel
woordeliks aanhaal.

"Eventwel, met die Afrikaanse poésie
gaan dit darem redelik goed, dankie.
n Mens kry wel die indruk daar is so
baie nuwe digters omdat party bang is
vir die oper deursigtigheid d.w.s.
verantwoordelikheid van prosa (m
diktatuur kan nie poésie lees nie) .

Poésie in Suid-Afrika is gans te dikwels
neurotiese ontvlugting van die
ongesondes; net soos dit meesal die
siekes is wat die wéreld wil genees.

Die opstand wat daar is, is gerig teen
die ouer geslag wat ons wéreld dan so
opgevoeter het; die protes is nog te
min verinnerlik, verantwoordelik op

die self gerig.

Om op te som: m hele geslag nuwe,
talentvolle of opstandige digters, die
meerderheid waarvan die blank-Afrikaanse
kerk-ondersteunde staatsbestel verwerp,
sonder om m waarlike veelrassige of
regverdige Afrikaanse gemeenskap in die
plek daarvan te kan stel. Dié dinge
waaroor ons toekoms gaan. Nog geen
nuwe definitiewe stylrigting of skool
nie, afgesien net van meer gebrokenheid
en eerliker rondval, verkondig in minder
kuns. n Mens sou verwag minder Europa
moet aangevul word deur meer Afrika.
Maar daarvoor wag ons nog. Die
geboortepyne het nog maar net begin."

Na die skryf van hierdie oorsig is nog
n hele aantal belangrike werke gepub-
liseer. Om die afgelope drie jaar se
literére oes in perspektief te plaas,
is dit dus belangrik dat daar ter
afsluiting kortliks van dié nuwe titels
melding gemaak word.

Alhoewel slegs enkele digbundels in die
oorsig by name genoem is, verdien Olga
Kirsch se jongste digbundel Ruie tuin,
spesiale vermelding. Soos wat die
geval is met al haar poésie tot dusver,
is die 34 gedigte in hierdie opwindende
nuwe bundel ook almal ontroerende,
gevoelvolle stemmingsverse wat selfs
vir die oningewyde poésieleser "maklik
verstaanbaar" en uiters leesbaar
behoort te wees.

Van Adriaan Snyman verskyn die onthut-
sende roman Heuwel van getuienis - m
komplekse werk wat gaan oor satansaan-
bidding. Die boek sal baie lesers
waarskynlik erg ontstel.

In ligter luim is Pirow Bekker se
vindingryke roman Witsalpeter, waarin
hy lustig met die hedendaagse same-
lewing draak steek.

p 5 September 1983 het
o die nuwe openbare
biblioteek in Parow vir

die eerste keer sy deure
vir die publiek geopen.

Na die luisterryke inwyding
in September verlede jaar
en n feesprogram wat m
opvoering deur die Parowse
Toneelvereniging en m
poppeteater vir die kinders
ingesluit het, was die
personeel baie gretig om
die leners ook in die
pragtige gebou te laat

deel . Daardie eerste dag
het dan ook alle
verwagtinge oortref - in

so m mate dat ons nog nooit
weer behoorlik herstel het
nie, want n totaal van

3 164 boeke is uitgereik

en die nuwe aansluitings
het letterlik ingestroom.
Hierdie rekordgetal was
wel eenmalig, maar die
biblioteek word nog
daagliks druk besoek en
daar is nooit m ledige
oomblik nie.

Almal wat ons besoek, is
baie ingenome met die
pragtige gebou - die
ruimte, rustigheid en

gesellige atmosfeer en
luukse voorkoms lok baie
komplimente uit. Die
tweede reaksie is gewoonlik:
Hoe kon julle soveel jare
in die ou biblioteek werk?
Die enigste antwoord wat
ons daarop kan gee is dat
ons dit nie anders geken
het nie, maar om jou nou
daarin terug te dink is
totaal onmoontlik.

Die geskiedenis van die
Parowse Openbare Biblioteek
gaan ook ver terug

reeds in 1938 het m
subskripsiebiblioteek tot
stand gekom - in die
sitkamer van m private
woonhuis. Die destydse
Dorpsbestuur het m
maandelikse toelaag van
R10 aan die biblioteek
gegee. In Yater jare
word daar ook m toelaag
van die Provinsiale
Administrasie ontvang,
gevolglik kon die
biblioteek in 1948 na m
groter gebou verskuif -
te wete 2 kamers wat deur
mev. C.A. Faull in
0ldhamweg beskikbaar
gestel is.

Met die afkondiging van

Ordonnansie no. 4 van 1955,
waarin die vrye openbare
biblioteekdiens tot stand
gekom het, het die
Stadsraad van Parow op

13 Oktober 1955 aansoek
gedoen om as lid van die
Provinsiale Biblioteekdiens
te registreer.

24 November 1956 word die
eerste volwaardige
biblioteek in Parow
amptelik deur die destydse
Burgemeester, wyle mnr.

Alk van Zyl geopen. m
Saal van die Burgersentrum,
wat aanvanklik nie as
biblioteek beplan was nie,
is vir hierdie doel ingerif
Die voorwaarde van
aansluiting by die
Provinsiale Biblioteekdien$
was wel dat m geskikte
gebou binne m redelike tyd
opgerig moes word.

5 000 boeke en 180 lede.
Vooruitgang het egter
spoedig gevolg en binne m
jaar, met m ledetal van

Daar sal gepoog word om
hierdie versameling in die
toekoms verder uit te brei
en op datum te hou.

Te oordeel aan die
aanvanklike reaksie van
die publiek van Parow,
sal die biblioteek
ongetwyfeld die middelpunt
van die gemeenskap word -
nie net kultureel nie,
maar ook sosiaal waar
mense gesellig byeenkom
om lektuur uit te kies,
naslaanwerk te doen, te
studeer of sommer net
gemaklik en rustig te kom
ontspan met m koerant of
tydskrif .

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Parow Municipality now has
the largest library
building of all centres
affiliated to the Cape
Provincial Library Service,
the floor area being 2100
square metres.

One enters this library
with a feeling of wonder
and pleasure. It is so
harmoniously and restfully
furnished that, although
very spacious, does not
overwhelm by its size.

The golden green carpets
and comfortable easy chairs
in greens and fawns
combine very pleasingly
with the light-coloured
Sen wooden shelving.
Clever use has been made
of the heavily grained
wood to form patterns at
focal points.

From the issue counter,
one looks down into the
adult library to the
centre courtyard, with

its plants and comfortable
benches. Nearby is a
browsing area for young

adults, conveniently close
to the paper-back and
record collections.

Those needing large print
books also have a special
nook, furnished with
chairs with arms, which
the elderly generally
prefer.

The reference and study
collections are generous
and ample seating has been
provided for students.

The reference librarian is
within easy reach of the
pamphlet collection, ready
reference collection and
the microfiche reader.

Far from the bustle around
the issue desk and
furnished with deep,
relaxing easy chairs, are
the periodicals and the
art print display areas.

The children's room is a
delight. The small
children have their own
area, brightened with
adjustable hanging: lights
in metallic colours.

The group activities room
of 117 square metres has
two adjacent committee
rooms, divided from the
main hall by concertina
doors. For large
functions, the main hall
can thus be considerably
enlarged, but two more
intimate rooms are also
available for use by
societies and other small
groups.

Should Parow decide at
some future time to
computerise the issue and
to introduce a checkpoint
system of control, it
should be relatively easy
to make the required
modifications. The work
areas and storage space
are generous enough to
provide for many years to
come, and staff needs are

Pop became
big business.

By the end of the fifties
the record producers
dominated the scene. The
production of pop songs

was an industry, a commer-
cial jungle in which
singers lost their individ-
uality and became fronts
for commercial 'hit' tunes.

The English record industry
had not yet reached this
stage and home-made skiffle
groups still provided the
music in local clubs. It
was the Shadows' music,
rather than the songs of
Cliff Richard, which

spired these groups. They
wanted to use all the
sounds of American rock'n'
roll, yet they had to pro-
duce music with enough loud
energy and local familiar-
ity to appeal to their
audiences. So they devel-
oped a raw, personal style
derived from 'soul'.
Rock'n'roll became rock.
The success of the British
beat, chiefly in the person
of the Beatles, had far-
reaching effects. Firstly,

STORY OF POP

it opened the way for the
more personalised singing
stars of black America -
Ray Charles, Aretha Frank-
1in and other 'soul!'! singers
became popular - and, as
the electric guitar was the
basic tool of rock'n'roll,
so the electric blues
guitar became the basic

tool of rock.  Secondly, it
vindicated the promise of
rock'n'roll as a do-it-your-
self-mu The Beatles
wrote their own songs and
controlled the sound of
their records. Rock offered
freedom for individual
artistic expression and the
British beat boom drew in
musicians like the Rolling
Stones, who had, before,
despised pop and worked in
jazz and blues. In America
it appealed not only to
Presley's admirers, but also
to the old ex-pop musicians
who had become bored with
commercial exploitation and
had moved into more
'serious'! music - esp

ially those working in
urban folk. The Beatles
success proved that it

was possible to have a

mass cultural impact while
preserving one's status as

a 'real' musician.

led by Bob

Folk musi ns,
Dylan, ¢ to go electric
and they re-made rock songs
into a means of social
commentary and protest and
a form of poetic self-
expression. Beatniks and
hippies, too, took up rock
and groups like Jefferson
Airplane made it into
'acid! rock =~ music as
psychedelic experience -
while 'art! rock used
electric sound and its dis-
tortion to provide a kind
of media shock. These
developments in turn
influenced British music-
ians, who began to think,
not in terms of commercial
succe but in’ terms of
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what was technologically
and technically possible.

The Beatles finalised

the move from pop to

rock when they ceased to
give live concerts and
moved into the recording
studio. Sergeant Pepper's
Lonely Hearts <Club Band
became the symbol of rock
as a recording art. Jimi
Hendrix brought to rock
and the electric guitar
the improvisation of jazz.
Jazz musicians like Miles
Davis were mdde aware of
the expressive power of
electric improvisation
around a steady rock beat
and 'jazz' rock came into
being.

Rock changed the fans too:
music became a source of
personal instruction and
an experience rather than
something to dance to. It
mirrored the youth rebel-
lion of the late sixties;
the anti-Vietnam war
movement, the campus
revolts, the drug culture.
At Woodstock the musicians
and the fans celebrated,
but already things were
coming apart.

At the beginning of the
seventies there were three
distinct idioms. Pop
continued with 'middle-of-
the-road' entertainers
like the Carpenters and
the 'young pop' idols of
the 'teenyboppers', but
rock was the big business.
'Progressive! rock
emphasised complexity,
originality and musician-
ship. It sought for new
sounds from electronics
and 'heavy metal'! music-
ians like Led Zeppelin
pioneered the expertise
and earth-shaking volumes
that became the 'main-
stream! sound of 'American
stadium!' rock. In con-
trast singer/songwriters
like Paul Simon, James
Taylor and Joni Mitchell
used the new studio-
electronics to project
their songs and themselves
to the full.

The seventies began as the
age of the superstars.
Rock had its own radio,

magazines (like Rolling

Stone) and record labels.
Rock musicians commanded
huge fees, employed armies
of lawyers, accountants
and roadies and invested
fortunes in their own
studios and record com-
panies. Artists like Paul
McCartney, Paul Simon,
Emerson, Lake and Palmer
and The Who could justify
all expenses by record
sales. As the decade
progressed, the superstars
became more glamorous and
their shows more fantastic.
Glitter rockers' like
David Bowie, superstars
like Elton John and Rod
Stewart made the image of
the star. part of the music
and the performance.

But, by the mid-seventies,
a conglomeration of
troubles®afflicted the
record industry. The
black consciousness move-
ment had separated the
black audience from the
white. Black soul used
'funky ' rhythms and
tghetto-street' vocals or
'rap! to appeal to blacks
only. In Jamaica, 'ska',
the dance music of the
sixties, became the black
sound of 'reggae', which
had only a cult popularity
among the whites. Stevie
wonder and Bob Marley were
the only black stars who
straddled the barrier.
Among serious rock music-
ians, like Bruce Spring-
steen, there was a feeling
that rock had become
'show-biz' and lost the
contact and participation
of its audience. This was
reflected in the growing
grass-roots activities of
small time rock'n'roll and
R and B groups, who record-
ed and put out their own
records. Out of this 'pub-
rock' in the U.K. and
'garage-rock' in the U.S.A.
and reggae emerged the

tanti-rock! music of 'punk'.

Pitched against the expens-—
ive studio productions and
elaborate stasc shows of
rock were the raw rough
shouts of borcdom and rage
of the Scx Pistols - music
that anyonc could make
anywher o, lThe recession

in the West, unemployment
and the fuel crisis cut
back on music buying, hi-
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fi cassettes and home-
taping reduced disc sales
and the video tape record-
er allowed people to
watch more and listen
less. Major national
record companies were
merged into a few inter-
national conglomerates.
The world sound was deter-
mined by the U.S.A.,
Germany and Japan and
'disco-rock'-music for
dancing ended the seven-
ties as the most saleable
commodity .

In the eighties, musicians
will have to come to terms
with the ever-increasing
cheapness and accessibil-
ity of electronic equip-
ment. Multi-track record-
ing makes no sense of the
distinction between live
and studio musicj; tape
recorders have become a
stage instrument and live
performers work with pre-
recorded sounds. The
accessibility of the
electronic synthesisers
has produced 'synth-pop'
and these machines now
challenge the electric
guitar as the dominant

pop instrument, but the
sounds produced are
significantly different
from amplified accoustic
music and remain cold and
impersonal. Popular
musicians now must be
familiar with electronics,
with recording and mixing
techniques and the
producer's and engineer's
roles have become increas-
ingly creative. The
modern musician can use
all sorts.of sounds that
were previously kept apart
funk and ghetto, rock and
disco, avant-garde elec-
tronics and teenybop -
yet keep control of his ow’
sounds .

The history of pop is ever~
changing, yet unchanging.
Sinatra, Presley and the
Beatles still find an
audience beside disco, the

the latest rock band and
the superstars, while out
of the clectronic revolu-
tion the next new sound
may be waiting to emerge.@®

The setting is a fictitious Asian
country, which, the author says iron-
jically, is not meant to represent
Pakistan.

scandals and tragedies, and political
intrigues and violence.

This may be described as a political
satire in the form of an allegorical
fantasy. 1t is skillfully written,
inventive, colourful and at times
grotesque, with strong elements of
black comedy. Those unfamiliar with
recent political developments in
Pakistan may find it a little inaccess-
ible, but it is an interesting example
of contemporary fiction writing. The
author won the Booker Prize and the
James Tait Black Memorial Prize for
his previous novel, Midnight's child-
ren.

Booker McConnell prize

This annual literary award
worth R17 000 is awarded
to the best full-length
novel written in English
by a citizen of the U.K.,
the Commonwealth, Pakistan
and South Africa. No
other South African has
won it since Nadine
Gordimer in 1974, for The
conservationist, although
works by André Brink and
Doris Lessing have been
shortlisted. The value

of this prize goes far
beyond money: it launches
Coetzee as a fiction writer
in the international arena
and it guarantees world-
wide recognition and
distribution of his work.

Coetzee's novel is set in
South Africa in the near
future, when civil order
starts to collapse.
Michael K is a simple
gardener who goes on a
pilgrimage into the
countryside with his
mother .

He is eventually locked
up in a detention camp
with rural guerillas where
he goes on a fast that
baffles and awes his
captors. The theme is
not a new one: the reader
is-reminded of similar
themes by Nadine Gordimer

in July's people and Karel

land, but Coetzee's

He achieves the rare feat
of presenting the world
convincingly through the
eyes of a simple-minded
hero: Michael K is simple
indeed, yet an undoubted
hero for all that.

The novel commands total
involvement in Michael K's
world and its strength
lies undoubtedly in the
combining of a challenging
theme with beautiful
sparse, observant prose.

BELTEL

ome 12 members of the

C.P.L.S. staff attended
a BELTEL demonstration at
the University of the
Western Cape in October.
This system is the South
African version of
Britain's PRESTEL and is
managed by the Department
of Posts and Telegraphs.

Basically, its success as
a home/business informatiof
computer depends on the
range and number of
subscribing films and
organisations that make
it economically viable

for the public. At the
moment there is a skeleton
of services available
(e.g. two newspapers, a
bank, the weather bureau,
a supermarket, a library,
Stock Exchange etc.), but
with its official
launching in April 1984 it
will obviously be much
expanded. The range of
information on-line is
theoretically endless:
from paying electricity
accounts, booking all
details for a round-the-
world trip, doorstep
delivery of a tin of
sardines, buying cinema
tickets, or that day's
rainfall in Hong Kong -
all from your lounge
armchair ! Apart from the
benefits to business and
the house-bound, this
exciting development could
hold distinct possibilities
for libraries as has
already been demonstrated
in Britain.

Simplicity of operation is
the keynote: no tricky
programming languages to
master . Operating costs
have still to be determined
but of course a home
computer, interface and

TV are prerequisites.

Altogether a fascinating
exercise and we hope to
see more of it soon.

PUZZLING ACTION IN FISH
HOEK : JIGSAWS IN THE
LIBRARY

or the past six months
fwe have been circulating
jigsaws, much to the
delight of addicts - old
and young .

It all began when a
library member was leaving
the district. 'What can
I do with these puzzles,'
she asked, knowing that
we claim to be able to
find a home for anything

- used greeting cards,
jamjars, stamps, etc.
'Give them to us, please!!
We decided to put a
'community' puzzle in the

Junior Room for the
children to do. The

trouble was that the
younger members didn't

get a chance to finish it,
because parents used to
get so absorbed that they
would take over. So we
put a big one into the
Reading Room. This was
an even greater success
and we had regular callers
every day who came to do
their stint. There ‘are
many people in our
community who live in
small flats or rooms and
just do not have the space
to work at a puzzle in
their own homes.

From there we progressed
to lending invalids a
puzzle or two and so the
demand grew. People
started donating puzzles
and now we have over a
hundred of all shapes and
sizes.

We make simple issue cards,
recording title and number
of pieces and, of course,
the accession number. All
pieces go into plastic
bags inside the box and

we do emphasise to each
borrower that we expect
them to be returned
likewise.

'Do you count the pieces
when a puzzle is returned?'
someone asked. No, but
we depend on the borrower
to take care that all
pieces are returned.

After all if he is keen

to borrow puzzles he
should realise that the
continuance of the service
depends on him. Who
borrows puzzles? Singles
living alone, families who
want to share a pastime
and then there are the
'specials!'. One gentleman
recovering from a stroke
has completed several
puzzles - a great aid to
improving concentration
span and mobility in his
fingers. Another patient,
recuperating after a
coronary, when tired of
reading turned to his
puzzle; while a child
with perception problems
has also made use of this
service. A teacher from
a local school was pleased
to find a puzzle of the
Hugenot Monument and used
this as an aid to a lesson.
We use the puzzles in
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displays too Books,
records, prints and
puzzles all went to making
a display on France that
attracted much attention.

A puzzle collection does
not take much time to
organise and certainly
proves to be a worthwhile
service to the community
- and helps them to know
we are always looking for
ways to be of service to
them.

GONUBIE

day in the life of the
librarian at Gonubie can
be quite interesting.
but it can lead to hair-
raising experiences too.

Civil Defence here in East
London recently requested
the use of our activities
hall for a meeting.
Officer in charge of Civil
Defence - Mr John Shaw
called on the public to
become "involved" and "to
be prepared". By fair
means or foul the Librarian
agreed to sign up for a
Rescue course, thereafter
forming Gonubie's first
rescue unit.

I advertised in the library
and uptown and duly found
myself five other
volunteers. The course
ran for seven full days

- training was intense and
and very tiring and
conducted out on cliffs,
in rivers, the sea, fields,
in ambulances, in trees
and on the road. The
first chore every morning
was the much loathed

"P.T. draffie" - a running
session. We were taught
rope work and knots, the
"Bowline and clovehitch"
being the two never to be
forgotten. Our first

day was spent getting into
harnesses and roping
ourselves down a rockface
and over bridges,
transporting a patient
over fields, veld, fences
and rivers. From there
our programme consisted

of sea and surf rescue,
rock and river rescue.
The sea proved a very
hard task master. A day
was spent climbing down
Horseshoe Valley with a
patient in a rescue basket’
Another day was spent
learning how to use
portable hydraulic "Jaws
of 1life" equipment,
necessary for cutting an
opening into a crashed
vehicle to extricate
injured patients. Our
make or break test was to
rope ourselves alone down
70 ft into the graving dock
in East London harbour,
and then to transport a
patient in an airforce
stretcher down the same
route.

Our last day was set aside
for exams - a combination
of cliff/river rescue with
a crew from our local
N.S.R.I., and a motor
vehicle accident, with 11
patients down Buffalo Pass
and a sea and surf rescue
off Igoda Mouth.

We will now settle down
to our medic lectures
twice weekly in the
library hall. Thereafter
- a trained squad - which
hopefully will be leading
a quieter life!
