1. Purpose 
The purpose of this form is to provide baseline information for the request for a Section 30 Emergency Directive in terms of the NEMA.

2. Administrative requirements
This form must be used to request a Section 30A Emergency Directive in terms of the NEMA from the competent authority. 

3. Request for a Section 30A Emergency Directive 
3.1. With regards to an emergency directive, note that:
3.1.1. It will be agreed to in terms of section 30A of NEMA. 

3.1.2. Notwithstanding a possible agreement to the emergency directive, any other applicable statutory requirement must still be complied with (e.g. any obligations under the National Water Act, 1998 (Act No. 36 of 1998), Regulations on Control of Use of Vehicles in the Coastal Zone, 2004 (GN R.1426) in terms of the Integrated Coastal Management Act, 2008 (Act No. 24 of 2008), the Conservation of Agricultural Resources Act, 1983 (Act No. 43 of 1983)), the Mineral and Petroleum Resources Development Act, 2002 (Act No. 28 of 2002) or the National Heritage Resources Act, 1999 (Act No. 25 of 1999);

3.1.3. Agreement to an emergency directive does not absolve you from your general “duty of care” set out in Section 28(1) of the NEMA which states, “Every person who causes, has caused or may cause significant pollution or degradation of the environment must take reasonable measures to prevent such pollution or degradation from occurring, continuing or recurring, or, in so far as such harm to the environment is authorised by law or cannot reasonably be avoided or stopped, to minimise and rectify such pollution or degradation of the environment.” (Note: When interpreting this “duty of care” responsibility, cognisance must be taken of the national environmental management principles contained in Section 2 of NEMA);

3.1.4. The Department reserves the right to not grant an emergency directive and to require that a Basic Assessment be undertaken. 

3.1.5. Should the Department agree to an emergency directive, the Department will stipulate the time period during which the emergency directive will remain in force.

3.2. In the event that a verbal directive is issued, the person who made the oral request must submit a written confirmation of the request within 24 hours of the oral request by email to the above-mentioned email address.

3.3. In the event that the emergency work will be undertaken on a property that is not owned by the person who is requesting a Section 30A emergency directive, landowner consent must be obtained (attach as Appendix C).

3.4. Photographs that depict the damages caused by the emergency situation must be attached to this form as Appendix B.

3.5. Section 24 C (2) of the NEMA identifies the relevant competent authority responsible for granting environmental authorisations in respect of the listed activities. Please ensure that the correct competent authority is consulted with respect to the request for a Section 30A emergency directive.

3.6. Please note that this request do not apply in the event that a person has already commenced with a listed activity or specified activity identified in terms of the regulations promulgated in terms of section 24(2) of the NEMA without an environmental authorisation or to an incident as provided for in terms of section 30 of the NEMA.

4. General
4.1 Submission of documentation, reports and other correspondence: 
The Department has adopted a digital format for corresponding with proponents/applicants or the general public. If there is a conflict between this approach and any provision in the legislation, then the provisions in the legislation prevail. If there is any uncertainty about the requirements or arrangements, the relevant Competent Authority must be consulted.

4.4 This form is a guide to the information that must be submitted. Any additional information, pictorial evidence or explanations prompted by the form must be submitted along with this from in order to ensure that the Competent Authority does not need to request additional information from you. Incomplete form will result in a request for additional information. 

4.5 Unless protected by law all information contained in, and attached to this form, will become public information on receipt by the Department. Upon request, the Applicant/EAP must provide any interested and affected party with the information contained in or submitted with this Form.

Protection of Personal Information Act, 2013 (Act No. 4 of 2013) (“POPIA”):
Your attention is drawn to POPIA which is a comprehensive data protection legislation enacted in South Africa and came into effect on 1 July 2020.
