PRESCRIBED LITERATURE: GRADE 12 OCTOBER/NOVEMBER 2025 TO MAY/JUNE 2027
NATIONAL SENIOR CERTIFICATE AND SENIOR CERTIFICATE EXAMINATIONS

This Circular relates to the prescribed literature for all official Home Languages (HLs), First
Additional Languages (FALs) and Second Additional Languages (SALs) for the
October/November 2025 to May/June 2027 Grade 12 Examinations.

In Circular E8 of 2022, the Department of Basic Education introduced new poems and short
stories (from the anthologies currently prescribed) in 2023 for the October/November 2023
to May/June 2025 Examinations. This circular also indicated that no new dramas, novels

and folklore were introduced in 2023.

The prescribed poetry, dramas, novels and folkiore for all HLs, FALs and SALs for the
October/November 2025 to May/June 2027 Grade 12 Examinations will be the same
prescribed texts as for the October/November 2024 and May/June 2025 Examinations.

The prescribed literature for the abovementioned examinations is listed in Circular E19 of
2018 (dramas, novels and folklore) and Annexure A of Circular E8 of 2022 (poetry and short

stories).
