
2024 Governing 
Body Elections
Make your vote count!
According to the South African Schools Act 84 of 
1996, governing bodies must be elected every three 
years. The objective of the governing body is to ensure 
that properly elected, competent and committed 
individuals take on governance responsibility for our 
public schooling system. Elections will take place 
during March 2024. Principals will advise parents on 
the date of the elections of the school.

Governing bodies are critical to:
• improving the quality of education in a school;
• giving all stakeholders a say in school governance, 

and ensuring accountability;
• ensuring that the school serves the best interests of 

learners, parents and the broader community; and
• ensuring good governance.

Governing bodies are entrusted to take 
decisions on a range of important issues, 
including: 
• deciding the admission policy of the school;
• deciding the language policy of the school;
• establishing a policy on religion at the school;
• adopting a code of conduct and constitution;
• establishing the school’s constitution and mission 

statement;
•	 managing	the	finances	of	the	school;
• administering and controlling the school’s property 

and budget; 
•	 recommending	staff	appointments;	and
• supporting principals and educators in ensuring 

quality education.

Laat jou stem tel!
Beheerliggame moet ingevolge die Suid-Afrikaanse 
Skolewet, 1996 (Wet 84 van 1996), elke drie jaar verkies 
word. Die doel van die beheerliggaam is om toe te 
sien dat behoorlik verkose, bekwame en toegewyde 
persone bestuursverantwoordelikhede vir ons openbare 
skoolstelsel aanvaar. Verkiesings sal gedurende Maart 
2024 plaasvind. Prinsipale sal ouers oor die datum van 
die verkiesing by die skool in kennis stel.

Beheerliggame is noodsaaklik om:
• die gehalte van onderrig in ’n skool te verbeter; 
• seggenskap oor skoolbestuur aan alle rolspelers te 

gee en aanspreeklikheid te verseker; 
• toe te sien dat die skool die beste belange van alle 

leerders, ouers en die breër gemeenskap op die hart 
dra; en

• goeie bestuur en beheer te verseker.

Besluite oor belangrike kwessies word aan 
beheerliggame toevertrou, wat insluit:  
• die toelatingsbeleid van die skool; 
• die taalbeleid van die skool; 
• ’n beleid oor godsdiens by die skool; 
• aanvaarding van ’n gedragskode en grondwet; 
• die daarstelling van ’n grondwet en missiestelling vir 

die skool;
•	 bestuur	van	die	skool	se	finansies;	
• bestuur en beheer van skooleiendom en die 

begroting; 
• aanbevelings oor aanstelling van personeel; en
• ondersteuning van prinsipale en opvoeders in die 

strewe na gehalteonderrig.

The voting process
Who may vote?
• Parent members: No more than two persons, per learner, whose names are recorded 

in the admissions register as parents, or who can show written proof that they are 
parents of learners enrolled in the school;

• Educator members: All educators employed at the school; and
• Non-educator members: All non-educators employed at the school.

Die stemproses
Wie mag stem?
• Ouerlede: Hoogstens twee persone, per leerder, wie se name in die toelatingsregister 

as ouers aangeteken is, of wat skriftelik bewys kan lewer dat hulle ouers is van 
leerders wat by die skool ingeskryf is. 

• Opvoederlede: Alle opvoeders wat by die skool werksaam is.
• Nie-opvoederlede: Alle nie-opvoeders wat by die skool werksaam is.

It is important for all parents to play a role in 
their child’s school. This includes participating in 
governing body elections, standing for elections or 
electing members that will ensure good governance, 
and safeguarding the resources meant for the 
improvement of quality teaching and learning. It 
is important to note that members serving on a 
governing body do so voluntarily.

Why should parents get 
involved in the governing body?
As a parent, you have the perfect opportunity to 
promote possibilities and opportunities for all the 
learners that are at your child’s school, by taking part 
in the governing body elections. It is the responsibility 
of every parent to take an interest and have their say 
in the running of their child’s school, to ensure that the 
school provides the best possible quality of education 
to all the school’s learners. 

Experience has shown that schools with high levels of 
parental involvement are more often than not the best 
performing schools, both academically and socially. 
Thus, it is important for all parents to get involved in 
the running of their child’s school and the governing 
body is the ideal avenue to do so. 

Don’t stand back! Instead, get involved in your child’s 
schooling	and	make	a	difference	to	the	school.	It	is	
your duty as a parent or a member of the community 
to serve in any way you can. Your reward is the 
improvement of our children’s education that will 
not only give them a better future but will contribute 
towards the strengthening of South Africa.

Who oversees the voting process?
•	 The	provincial	electoral	officer	–		responsible	

for ensuring that the election is promoted and 
complies with provincial procedures;

•	 The	district	electoral	officer	–	coordinates	the	
elections in the district; and

•	 The	school	electoral	officer	–	prepares	the	notice	
and logistics around the election and manages the 
election at school level.

Dit is belangrik dat alle ouers ’n rol in hul kind se skool 
speel. Dit sluit deelname aan beheerliggaamverkiesings 
in, dat ouers hulself verkiesbaar stel, of die verkiesing 
van lede wat sal toesien dat daar goeie beheer is. Hulle 
moet ook sorg dat hulpbronne wat vir die verbetering 
van gehalteonderrig en -leer bedoel is, beskerm word. 
Dit is belangrik om daarop te let dat lede wat op ’n 
beheerliggaam dien dit vrywillig doen.

Waarom moet ouers by die 
beheerliggaam betrokke raak?
Deur aan die beheerliggaamverkiesing deel te neem, het 
jy as ouer die perfekte geleentheid om moontlikhede 
en geleenthede vir al die leerders by jou kind se skool 
te bevorder. Dit is elke ouer se verantwoordelikheid om 
belangstelling te toon en hul mening te deel wanneer 
dit by die bestuur van hul kind se skool kom. Hierdie 
insette sal verseker dat die skool die beste moontlike 
gehalteonderrig aan al die leerders van die skool bied. 

Ervaring het getoon dat skole met groter 
ouerbetrokkenheid op akademiese én sosiale vlak meer 
dikwels die skole is wat die beste presteer. Dit is dus 
belangrik dat alle ouers betrokke raak by die bestuur 
van hul kind se skool, en die beheerliggaam is die ideale 
manier om dit te doen. 

Moenie huiwer nie! Raak betrokke by jou kind se skool 
en maak so ’n verskil. As ouer of lid van die gemeenskap 
is dit jou plig om op enige moontlike manier deel te 
wees van die skool, en te help waar jy kan. Jou beloning 
is die verbetering van ons kinders se opvoeding, wat nie 
net ’n beter toekoms vir hulle sal verseker nie, maar sal 
bydra tot die positiewe ontwikkeling van Suid-Afrika.

Wie bestuur die stemproses?
•	 Die	provinsiale	kiesbeampte	–	verantwoordelik	om	

toe te sien dat die verkiesing bevorder word en aan 
provinsiale prosedures voldoen.

•	 Die	distrikskiesbeampte	–	koördineer	die	verkiesings	
binne die distrik.

•	 Die	skoolkiesbeampte	–	berei	die	kennisgewing	en	
logistiek van die verkiesing op skoolvlak voor en 
bestuur die verkiesing op skoolvlak. 

1 Kieserslys
Die kieserslys vir elke kategorie van  

verkose lede wat op die beheerliggaam  
sal dien, moet verskaf word, en moet  

die name van benoembare ouers,  
opvoeders, personeellede en leerders  

bevat. Die kieserslys sal 23 dae voor  
die stemdag sluit.

2 Kennisgewing van 
verkiesing
Die skoolkiesbeampte moet ’n  
kennisgewing voorberei waarin  
die datum, tyd en plek vir die  
nominasie en verkiesing van ouers  
as lede van die beheerliggaam  
gemeld word. Hierdie kennisgewing  
moet minstens 21 dae voor die  
vergadering waartydens nominasies  
bekragtig word, uitgereik word.

5 Ná die verkiesing
Die skoolkiesbeampte moet elke  
verkose lid skriftelik in kennis stel  
dat hulle tot die beheerliggaam  
verkies is. 

4 Uitbring van stemme
’n Persoon met stemreg moet hul stem  
in die geheim op ’n stembrief aanteken  
en die toegevoude stembrief in ’n boks  

of ander geslote houer wat vir hierdie  
doel verskaf is, plaas. In gevalle waar  
’n elektroniese stemplatform gebruik  
word, sal alle stemme vertroulik bly.

3 Nominasieproses
’n Ouer by ’n skool mag slegs deur  

’n ander ouerlid by hul kind(ers)  
se skool as ’n ouerkandidaat 

genomineer word.

6 Verkiesing van 
ampsdraers

Die prinsipaal moet die eerste  
vergadering van die beheerliggaam  

byeenroep. Tydens die eerste 
beheerliggaamvergadering moet  

lede ampsdraers, sowel as die  
nuwe voorsitter, tesourier en  

sekretaris verkies.

1 Voters’ roll
The voters’ roll for each category of 

elected members to serve on the  
governing body must be made  

available and contain the names of  
eligible parents, educators, members  
of staff and learners. The voters’ roll  

closes 23 days before the voting day.

2 Notice of Election
The school electoral officer  
must prepare a notice in which  
the date, time and place of  
the nomination and election  
of parent governing body  
members must be stated.  
The notice must be given at  
least 21 days before the  
nomination validation meeting.

5 After the election
The school electoral officer  
must notify each elected  
member in writing of their  
election to the governing  
body. 

4 Casting of votes
A person with the right to vote 

 must record their vote on a ballot  
paper in secrecy and deposit  

the folded ballot paper in a box 
 or other sealed container  
provided for this purpose. 

3 Nomination process
A parent at a school may only be  
nominated as a parent candidate  

by another parent member at  
their child(ren)’s school.

6 Election of office 
bearers

The principal must convene the first  
meeting of the governing body.  

At the first governing body  
meeting, members must elect  

office bearers including the  
chairperson, treasurer
