Introduction

On 21 December 2001, the Minister of Environmental Affairs and Tourism (“the Minister”) published regulations prohibiting the recreational use of vehicles in South Africa’s coastal zone in GN 1399 -National Environmental Management Act (107/1998): Regulations: Control of Vehicles in the Coastal Zone (“the ORV Regulations”). In 2004, the Minister amended the regulations that control vehicle use in the coastal zone and, in addition, published Guidelines on the Implementation of Regulations pertaining to the Control of Vehicles in the Coastal Zone (GN 1426 of 7 December 2004).
Prior to the introduction of these Regulations, the inadequate control of vehicle use in the coastal zone damaged coastal ecosystems, posed a threat to the safety of people enjoying coastal recreation and generally diminished the pleasure derived from passive forms of recreation in the coastal zone. The general purpose of the Regulations is to regulate the control of vehicle use in the coastal zone to ensure that this use is both environmentally sustainable and in the public interest.  

Members of the public or members of organized clubs intending to use vehicles to launch boats or land vessels from a boat-launching site must apply for a license in terms of regulation 7 of the ORV Regulations.
Applicants are required to lodge separate applications for each boat-launching site they wish to have licensed. 

Applications must be made to the manager of the coastal protected area, if the boat launching site is situated in a coastal protected area that has been designated an area of national or international significance such as a world heritage site or if the launching site falls within the jurisdiction of the South African National Parks authority. However, where the applicant for the license is the manager, the application shall be made to the Deputy Director-General of the Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism (“DEAT”). In any other area or jurisdiction, an application for a license must be made to the provincial authority responsible for environmental affairs.

A license shall only be issued for a maximum period of 5 years (sixty months). An application fee of R5000 (five thousand rand) is applicable for each boat launching site sought to be licensed.  A license is renewable on application and against payment of a fee of R1000 (one thousand rand), in terms of regulation 7(5) of the ORV Regulations.  

Where the relevant authority is the provincial department, payment may be made by cash, cheque or electronic transfer as follows:

If a deposit is made into the bank account by cheque or electronically, reference details must be obtained from Ms C Jonas of the Department at Tel: (021) 483 3652.  The first five characters of the reference will be 40ENV followed by the reference given.
Applications must fulfill the minimum requirements of Section 24 (4) of NEMA, 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998), as amended, and must include an environmental management plan (EMP) specific to the proposed boat-launching site.

Section 24 (4) of NEMA

Compliance with section 24(4) requires, at a minimum:
Investigation of the environment likely to be significantly affected by the proposed activity and alternatives thereto. The applicant must provide information regarding the geographical area, the coastal features (e.g. dunes or inter-tidal zone) and the fauna and flora affected by the application. The applicant must explain the purpose of the application and relate this specifically to the area affected, i.e. elaborate on why it is necessary for the application to be made in respect of the affected area or environment in preference to other areas or environments. Should any of the relevant environmental investigations be of a highly complex or technical nature, the applicant may be required to submit any aspect of its consultant’s findings to an independent expert for review.

Investigation of the potential impact of the activity and its alternatives on the environment and assessment of the significance of that potential impact. The applicant must, on the basis of information and data, which are already available, clearly indicate the potential impact resulting from the application on coastal features, fauna and flora. Cumulative effects should also be investigated. This requires an investigation of secondary or indirect as well as primary or direct impacts. For example, vehicle use has direct physical impacts on the environment. Secondary impacts result if access results in an increase in fishing effort. The environmental and socio-economic impacts resulting from the application must be compared to the impacts, which would result if the application were not to be made, and where relevant, to the impacts resulting from alternative activities.

Investigation of mitigation measures to keep adverse impacts to a minimum, as well as the option of not implementing the activity. After identifying the potential impacts associated with the application, the applicant must specify measures for mitigating each impact. If it is not possible to mitigate certain impacts, the applicant must clearly indicate this. The applicant must also indicate the anticipated effectiveness of specific mitigation measures. The applicant must relate the environmental impacts mitigated by the introduction of requisite measures to the state of the environment, which would result if the application were not to be made.

Public information and participation by all interested and affected parties, including all applicable organs of state. The applicant must design an appropriate public information and participation process. The exact nature of each process should be informed by:

· the size and type of area affected by the application (e.g. urban or rural area);

· which communities are affected by the application; and

· which stakeholders are affected by the application (e.g. tourism sector).

The applicant is responsible for attempting to resolve conflicts between different sectors or interest groups affected by the application. Alternatively, should there be irreconcilable differences between such sectors or groups, the applicant must clearly summarise the positions of the various parties and make appropriate recommendations, taking these differences into account.

Reporting on gaps in knowledge, the adequacy of predictive methods and underlying assumptions, and uncertainties encountered in compiling the required information. The applicant must ensure that this requirement, regarded as self explanatory, is complied with. 
Investigation and formulation of arrangements for the monitoring and management of impacts, and the assessment of the effectiveness of such arrangements after their implementation. Applications for recreational use areas and boat launching sites must be supported by an environmental management plan, which includes details in respect of measures adopted to:

· mitigate environmental impacts associated with vehicle use;

· regulate or control vehicle access and use in the affected recreational use area or boat launching site, including associated permit systems;

· ensure vehicle users comply with control measures and permit conditions;

· ensure that the environmental impacts of vehicle use are monitored in order to ensure that such use is environmentally sustainable.

The relevant authority or authorities are responsible for ensuring that the requirements of section 24 (4)(g), (h) and (i) are complied with. These requirements are regarded as self-explanatory.

IMPORTANT NOTES

1. Should the applicant wish to be exempted from complying with any requirements specified in regulations 7 or 8 for the granting of a licence or the carrying on of an environmental impact assessment in terms of Section 24(4) of the Act, respectively, a written motivation in this regard must be submitted to the Minister.  The Minister shall only issue an exemption if satisfied that granting such an exemption will not result in significant harm to the coastal zone, will not seriously affect any rights of the general public to enjoy the coastal, and is in the public interest, alternatively in the interest in the interest of protecting the environment.

2. The independent environmental consultant appointed must complete the application form and checklist on behalf of the proponent/developer, and must complete the declaration of independence (provided in Annexure A) that must be submitted with the application form and checklist.

3. The applicant must sign the application form where indicated. The original must be submitted to the relevant authority. Applications not containing such a signature shall not be considered by the relevant authority until such signature has been received. 

4. If the proposed activity entails the construction of a new boat launching or any other structure below the high water mark of the sea or constitute any other listed activity in terms of the NEMA Environmental Impact Assessment “EIA” regulations (GN No. R. 386 and 387 of 21 April 2006), written authorization is required from the competent authority (as defined in GN No. R385 of 21April 2006), prior to the undertaking of the said activity.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS
"Act" 
means the National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act No. 107 of 1998).

“Applicant” 
means the person, including juristic persons, (Eg Companies, CC’s, organs of state etc) who will be responsible for the undertaking of the activity and on whom all the obligations in terms of the ORV Regulations, will rest.  This will not necessarily be the landowner. If the applicant is not the landowner, the applicant must be able to provide proof that the landowner has consented to the particular activity to take place on his/her/it’s land or that the applicant has been mandated, for example, attach a power of attorney.

"Beach"
means unconsolidated sediment forming the unvegetated edge of the shoreline of the sea or an estuary that extends from the low-water mark landwards to higher features of the coast such as dunes, cliffs or vegetated soil.

“Boat launching site”
 means a site where members of the public or members of organised clubs use vehicles to launch boats or other vessels into the sea or into an estuary, and “licensed boat launching site” means a site that has a valid licence in terms of regulation 7.

"Coastal land-form" 

means a topographical feature resulting from geomorphological processes affecting the coastline.

"Coastal protected area" 
means an area situated wholly or partially within the coastal zone that has been legally designated as a protected area for the purposes of conserving any aspect of the environment.

"Coastal zone" 
means the area adjacent to the sea characterised by coastal land-forms, and includes beaches, dunes, estuaries, coastal lakes, coastal wetlands, land submerged by the waters of the sea, or of any estuary, coastal lake or coastal wetland, boat launching sites, proclaimed harbours and recreational use areas;

“Deputy Director-General” 
means the Deputy Director-General of the Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism:  Branch Marine and Coastal Management.

"Dune" 
means a mound or ridge of loose wind-blown material, usually sand, whether covered by vegetation or not; 

“EIA Regulations”
means the NEMA EIA regulations (GN No. R385, R. 386 and 387 in Government Gazette No. 28753 of 21 April 2006), which came into effect on 3 July 2006 (Government Notice No. R. 612, R. 613, R. 614, R. 615, and R. 616 in Government Gazette No. 28938 of 23 June 2006)

“Estuary” 
means a partially or fully enclosed body of water through which a river or fresh water source is open to the sea permanently or periodically, and in which the water level rises and falls as a result of the action of the tides whenever it is open to the sea, and / or within which sea water can be diluted to an extent which is measurable with fresh water drained from land.

“Footprint” 
means the total surface area of the proposed project/development.
“High-water mark” 
means the highest line reached by the waters of the sea or of an estuary during either spring tides or ordinary storms occurring during the most stormy period of the year, excluding exceptional or abnormal floods;

"Local authority" 
means a municipality, which is established in terms of legislation intended to give effect to section 151 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa Act, 1996 (Act No. 108 of 1996); 

“Low-water mark” 
means the lowest line to which the waters of the sea or of an estuary recede during periods of ordinary spring tides;

“Manager of a coastal protected area” 
means the organization responsible for managing the coastal protected area;

“MEC” 
means the member of the executive committee responsible for environmental affairs in the provincial sphere of government;

“Project Consultant/Manager” 
means the person, including juristic persons, who has been appointed to facilitate the undertaking of the proposed project 

“Property” 
means the portion of land on which the project/development is proposed to be undertaken and which has cadastrally defined boundaries following lines of subdivision with set co-ordinates for boundary points. The property must be represented on a diagram held by the Surveyor General.

“Proposed project” 
means the entire development that the applicant intends undertaking, which encompasses all aspects of the entire development

“Provincial authority” 
means the head of the provincial department responsible for environmental affairs, viz, the Department of Environmental Affairs and Development Planning.

“Public road” 
means any road, which the public has the legal right to use.

“Resource Conservation Measures” 
means measures that have/will be taken to ensure that the environmental resources are being adequately managed, for example, water and energy conservation, waste minimisation and pollution prevention measures.

“Terms of Reference” 
means the specific parameters within which the consultants/specialists are required to undertake the work for which they were appointed.
"Vehicle” 
means any motorised conveyance, which is designed to transport one or more persons on land and includes a trailer.
